GENERAL  SYSTEM OVERVIEW
[bookmark: _Toc466991996]Key Benefits 
The supplier portal is a tool to collaborate with our main stakeholders. 
Since AG/CE suppliers were already declaring country of origin for the company, we extended this functionality also for IF3 and POWERSAP EMEA (CV and PT EMEA systems) and included the declaration of referential zones. Functionality is harmonized for all segments and all in scope suppliers to have 1 consistent screen on the portal, indifferent of processes behind it.

Origin is the "economic" nationality of goods in international trade. 
There are two kinds, non-preferential and preferential.
· Non-preferential origin confers an "economic" nationality on goods. It is used for determining the origin of products subject to all kinds of commercial policy measures 
· Preferential origin confers certain benefits on goods traded between particular countries, namely entry at a reduced or zero rate of duty.
For export of assembled goods, the preferential origin of supplied components is needed to calculate the correct COO for the exported object, the origin of goods is used by NAFTA for bearings and AFTERSALES to create the PDF to request the official document of chamber of commerce (AG/CE only)
The Purchasing Portal will play the role of ‘collector’ of the supplier’s OOGD declarations for CNH Industrial.
Ongoing there will be daily updates of the data so that the portal always shows all the active parts.  Suppliers can at all-time enter the portal and change the OOGD, there is no weekly process. The purchasing legacy systems take ownership of the updates done by the supplier on daily basis.
[image: ] Specific for CV/PT there will be a YEARLY process with new protocol in YEARS.
Scope is IF3, Powersap EMEA and WPS.

[bookmark: _Toc466991998]Access security
The new purchasing mapping will be used for COO management. This mapping takes the login IAM groupcodes mapped to the harmonized vendorcode in WPS. The portal then knows all translations to the purchasing codes used in IF3 and Powersap to interface back and forth with those systems, but for a supplier we will handle only 1 vendorcode.
Internal users can see all information by searching on vendorcode, and can update all data. Only internal users, may check on the portal if each supplier vendorcode had users linked to it to notify the need for OOGD entry. Only an internal user can push the button to start the notification process.
External users need to be mapped and need to have the correct role OOGD compiler to be able to goto the module.

As soon as the CONTACT for OOGD is entered in the contacts gathering screen, and it is a registered user, this user will be given the role of OOGD compiler. Only OOGD compilers will have the active link for the OOGD; any supplier user can request OOGD COMPILER role by mail or by MY PROFILE /functional groups, after which an email will be send to the supplieraccess@cnhind.com access management team that will provide the access.

The first page of the OOGD declaration module will present the user with a dropdown box of all harmonized vendorcodes he is mapped to (purchasing mapping) :

For each of them he needs to enter the OOGD information.
Before the process of electronical OOGD updates can start, we need to have a signed agreement from the supplier that he will be electronically updating the OOGD information. Today CNHI did not start this process yet.
When the user selects a vendorcode, the system will check if there is a signed UTL letter uploaded. If not, the system will present a screen to upload one.

[bookmark: _Ref422308449][bookmark: _Ref422308458]The system will know the translation of the harmonized code in the dropdown box to the segment code as how the system receives it from IF3, Powersap or WPS, so with the harmonized code will present all partnumbers requested declarations by all segments.
For the supplier it will be transparent as to for which segment he is filling in the data. The supplier will know for which legal entity he is filling data by the Gruppo Societario (info not available for AG/CE). A supplier may declare different origin on the same part number to different Legal entity (gruppo societario) and type (direct materials or spare parts, included in the Gruppo Societario). 

Therefore sending back the information to the different segment systems will be based on respective updates done for the segment vendorcodes. (scheduled job).
The backend systems of CV and PT need to make sure that the information that is send in the interface is :
· Limited to the partnumbers for which declaration is needed (open order + 12 month movements registered)  yearly job that sends all in 1 interface; the ones not in the interface but in the dataset need to be FLAGGED as non active any more, the others are updated.
· The non active ones will then be removed from the screen to the supplier and only the active ones are shown, where the supplier can switch the active flag to non active.

The backend system of AG/CE is WPS in relationship to schedules from MF, limiting the list of parts to the actively required parts by the plants.
CHECK SYSTEM : If more than N (-> TBD) rows are selected, it will be possible to navigate through result pages.
All functionality to do updates on the portal by internal users are also valid for supplier users.

At any time during the year, the user (external from the portal or internal from Purchasing System) , may modify data to declarations already provided during the current year or for next year (OOGDs of past years cannot be modified anyway).
The Purchasing Portal will log the changes in an audit trail (who changed what when) , but will not show a history of changes; it will only show the most recently data entered either via portal or backend system. LOGIC explained :
· Protocol year: it is generated by SAPs and it represents the year of competence of that protocol. 
0. If we are during our annual procedure in Nov of year X, the protocol year will be X+1 (annual procedure nov 2016, protocol year 2017) 
0. If we are during the year (X+1) and we have a new open order for a new part number, SAPs will generate a new protocol and the protocol year will be of that year X+1 (new protocol generated in the daily procedure the 13th march 2017 -> protocol year 2017)
So, when a protocol is generated it has a specific protocol year and the protocol year can not change during the life of that protocol number -> for SAPs is a key. 
So in SAPs we cannot update the protocol year.
Also, considering that in CSCN side you don’t manage the protocol number, we think it is mandatory for you to manage the protocol year as a key otherwise you can not manage this kind of situation: we are in 01/11/2017 and CSCN has a specific PN/Supplier/gruppo societario with protocol year 2017 with validity end date 31/12/2017. In 02/11/2017 SAPs run the annual procedure for 2018 and because that PN/Supplier/gruppo societario is expiring, we generate a new protocol with year 2018 and we will send it to CSCN. In that moment, for the same PN/Supplier/gruppo societario you have 2 rows on CSCN, one related to 2017 (because the supplier between nov and dec can still change its declaration related to that protocol year) and the other one related to 2018 (because the supplier can start answering for the following year).
We both need to manage correctly the protocol year and SAPs need the correct protocol year back otherwise we can not match it to the right protocol and we can not guarantee the correct management and historicizing and printing.
1. 2 year validity: the validity can be the protocol year or the protocol year +1.
So if SAPs in Nov 2016 (annual procedure) or in any day during daily procedure of 2017 generate a protocol with protocol year 2017 , its validity can be until 31/12/2017 or 31/12/2018.
1. Validity end date: in the interface SAPs -> CSCN we may not set a default validity end date. We can just send to CSCN a blank field. But this field for SAPs is mandatory when we receive the interface from CSCN, because we will use it during the annual procedure to understand which new protocols need to be created and which protocols are still valid (because end validity date is in the future. This means that in CSCN you need to implement some checks on that field both when a supplier is giving a certification and both when CSCN is creating the interface for SAPs. And the checks must also guaranteeing that the only available dates are 31/12/protocol year or 31/12/protocol year+1
1. Annual procedure: during the annual procedure SAPs will perform a check on the end validity date to verify which protocol must be created because in expiring and which protocols can be maintained for the following year.
This is what we will do for example in the annual procedure in Nov 2017:
· SAPs will generate a new protocol for the new part number/suppliers/gruppo societario
· SAPs will generate a new protocol for the part number/supplier/gruppo societario which are expiring in 31/12/2017
· SAPs will send to CSCN the same protocols with original protocol year (2017) for the part number/supplier/gruppo societario which are expiring in 31/12/2018
· CSCN needs to flag parts as DELETED that are NOT in the interface based on key PROTOCOL YEAR, VENDOR, PART, GRUPPO SOC  after that delete all records of which protocol year < current year in the YEARLY process
